Dental porcelain is unexcelled for its aesthetic properties, so it is used in restorative dentistry it requires much skill and experience in handling it. 

It is basically constituted by silica, feldspar, kaolin and fluxes. 

It is classified according to maturing temperature.

· High temperature, 1.300°C maturing porcelain (only industrially process)
· Medium Temperature, 1.100°C maturing porcelain (only industrially process)
· Low temperature, 850°C maturing porcelain (only industrially process)
Dental porcelains are sold to dental offices in form of two powders : a pink one, for dentine and a blue one for the enamel.

Mixed whit distilled water or whit liquid, they make a substance which is applied onto a metal support. Since porcelain is a rigid material, it can easily break so it is usually sintered on a metal support.

To determine adhesion between porcelain and metal there are three bonds: chemical, physical and micro – mechanical.
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
